· Ask questions about what was going on in the world at the time the text was written

· Think carefully about what the author is saying to check for accuracy

· Think about things that could be shaping the author’s ideas

· Check the facts to be sure they are correct

· Think about why the author chose to use certain words

· Compare the text with other sources

· Write down who, what, when where, and why to 

understand connections
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	Reading Like A Scientist
· Ask questions based on facts

· Read back and forth between the words and the visuals because it helps to understand the ideas

· Make predictions about what they read

· Think and make their own pictures in their thoughts while reading

· Read closely about an idea or experiment

· Consider data-based graphs and charts as important as the words in a text

· Read graphs and charts to find patterns and relationships in the data

· Evaluate and collect evidence

· Read to understand discipline specific terms
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
