Dog-Friendly Parks

1	Many towns and cities have parks where people can bring their dogs. These parks are very popular. People in cities do not often have yards or grassy areas to walk their dogs. Dog-friendly parks give dogs a chance to have some fun with their owners.

2	Some of these parks are “leash-free” zones. That means that people can let their dogs off the leash. The dogs are free to run around and play with other dogs. The area is usually enclosed so that dogs cannot run out of the park.

3	Other parks are “leashed only” zones. Dogs must stay on a leash at all times. Owners are allowed to walk their dogs around the park, but the dogs must stay on a leash and under control. Sometimes these parks are not fenced. They may connect to a parking lot or a street. Often, the dogs must stay on a leash so that they are not in danger from passing cars.

4	People have different opinions about dog-friendly parks. Some people think these parks should be fenced. They should allow dogs to run off their leashes. Other people think that dog-friendly parks are safer when dogs stay on their leashes. Dogs can still enjoy the park, but they are under the control of their owners. There are pros and cons to both opinions.
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
