Teaching addition and subtraction strategies through word problems.

· Open number line



	Activity:

Present a story problem and model how to use the open number line to solve the problem.

For example:  A story problem with the equation 27 +35
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	Guiding Questions:

What do you know about number lines?

How can you use a number line to help you add/subtract?

Present problems for students to solve using the open number line.
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
